Between station blocks, parking lanes on
each side of Broadway will become a priority
lane for buses and emergency vehicles.

Tunnel Boring:
Summer 2022-2023

Tunnel Boring Machines

Two TBMs will be used to build
the eastbound and westbound
train tunnels at the same time.
Both machines will enter the
ground just west of Great
Northern Way-Emily Carr Station
in summer 2022.

These machines grind up earth
and stabilize the tunnels with
concrete panels as they move
along. Earth from the tunnels
will be removed at Great
Northern Way.

When tunnel boring is complete,
the TBMs will be removed at
Cypress Street, east of Arbutus
Station.
