e The concrete pump will be located inside the construction site laydown area.

e Approximately 12 concrete trucks are anticipated on March 19, and 27 concrete trucks are
anticipated on March 20.

e Concrete trucks will arrive to and leave from the construction site via Yukon Street between
Broadway and W. 12" Avenue.
