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Permanent utility work at the future Broadway-City Hall station continues 

March 20, 2026 

Note: The notice from February 24, 2026 includes this work and we have updated scheduling to share. 
 

Work on the future Broadway-City Hall station is progressing, and crews will continue installing permanent storm and 

sanitary utilities on Yukon Street between W. 8th and Broadway. Work will continue through April at this location and 

into additional phases through the spring on Yukon Street south of Broadway, and Broadway west of Alberta Street. 

 

 

What to expect 

• Work activities include, but are not limited to: saw cutting, excavation using hydrovac trucks and 
excavators, road work, and backfilling. 

• Intermittent elevated noise related to construction activities, and equipment. 

• Regular work hours are Monday to Saturday from 7 a.m. to 5 p.m. There may be occasional work 
past 5 p.m., overnight, and on Sundays and holidays. If overnight work is required, work hours can 
range from 10 p.m. to 6 a.m. 

• Increased trucks, construction equipment and workers. 

 

Traffic 

• Beginning March 23, Yukon Street will be closed at Broadway. Access will be maintained via 8th 
Avenue for local traffic and laneway access, including commercial vehicles and residential parking. 

• Temporary traffic changes related to the delivery of materials, equipment movement, and  
utility work. 

• Temporary changes to pedestrian access to accommodate deliveries and construction work. 

• Please watch for and obey traffic control personnel and all signs and plan extra travel time. 

 

Mitigations 

Mitigation measures include, but are not limited to:  

• Noise barriers installed around some sources of noise. 

• Directing lights away from residential buildings.
